This file provides a template for writing papers for 21st Century Academic Forum conferences. The Conference Proceedings will be published in an electronic format and available on the 21st Century Academic Forum website. The full paper file shall be written in compliance with these instructions. Please submit the paper in Microsoft Word (.doc or .docx file extensions). Files must be saved with the Reference Number and full Last name of the first author (e.g. HRD-999-Smith). Please double check to ensure you are using the correct conference Reference Number. 
The abstract should not be indented, nor should it exceed 500 words, in English, and should appear under the title of the paper "Abstract” after the names of the authors and the contact information of the corresponding author.

Key Words: Maximum 4 Key words.
Introduction
It is expected that authors will submit carefully written and proofread material. Spelling and grammatical errors, as well as language usage problems, are not acceptable in the final submission. There is no strict limitation to the number of pages, but it is suggested that the paper length should not exceed 7000 words.
Papers should clearly describe the background of the subject, the authors’ work, including the methods used, and concluding discussion on the importance of the work. Papers are to be prepared in English (American or British). Technical terms should be explained. Acronyms should be written out at their first appearance. 

Submitting The Paper
Full papers should be submitted using the file sharing website Hightail by the deadline for your respective conference. As with the naming of your Word file, papers should be uploaded using the first author’s Reference Number and last name. Articles that are not saved and submitted accordingly will be rejected. Instructions for uploading papers can be found on the Publications page of the 21st Century Academic Forum website.

Paper Format

3.1. Paper Size

Papers presented at a US conference should be formatted using the US Letter size (8.5 inches x 11 inches or 21.59 cm x 27.94 cm) with 1 inch (2.54 cm) margins on all sides. Papers presented at an international conference (e.g., ICLLT/IC21CE) should be formatted in A4 size (21 cm x 29.7 cm or 8.3” x 11.7” with 1 inch (2.54 cm) margins on all sides. 
3.2. Fonts

Papers should use 12-point Arial or Times New Roman font. The styles available are bold, italic and underlined. It is recommended that text in figures is not smaller than 10-point font size.
3.3. Spacing

3.4 Citations

When citing authors within a text, the last name and year of the publication should be given in the following ways: (Jones, 2001), or According to Jones (2001) ….


When quoting, the citation should include the page number in the following ways: (Jones, 2001:34); or According to Jones (2001) “the use of survey techniques can be said to…” (p. 34)
3.5 Tables and Figures

Figure captions and table headings should be sufficient to explain the figure or table without needing to refer to the text. Figures and tables not cited in the text should not be presented. Styles Heading Table and Caption Figure are available in this template for tables and figures. The following is the example for Table 1.
